EUROPEAN COUNCIL – Agreement on the energy 
efficiency directive 

The EU is committed 
to reduce green-
house gas emission 
to 80-95% below 
1990 levels by 2050 
in the context of nec-
essary reductions by 
developed countries 
as a group. The 
Commission ana-
lyzed the implications 
of this in its Roadmap 
for moving to a com-
petitive low-carbon 
economy in 2050. 
This Communication 
explores the chal-

lenges posed by de-
livering the EU’s de-
carbonisation objec-
tive while at the same 
time ensuring securi-
ty of energy supply 
and competitiveness. 
It responds to a re-
quest from the Euro-
pean Council. The 
Council had a discus-
sion on the text from 
the Commission in its 
meeting of 15 June 
2012. The ITRE 
Committee at the Eu-
ropean Parliament 

has requested to 
draw up an Own-
Initiative report. The 
rapporteur, Nikki 
Tzavela will publish 
her draft report on 11
-12 July 2012.  
A public hearing will 
be organized at the 
European Parliament 
on 17-18 September.

The amendments 
cover a wide range of 
issues namely the 
type of projects to be 
covered, the energy 
infrastructure catego-
ries, the role of 
ACER, the govern-
ance structure of the 
regional groups and 

the National Regula-
tory Authorities. The 
vote in ITRE has 
been postponed till 
12 July.
